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The train departs at 7:30AM, from the coastal city of Vancouver to Kamloops in the hinterland of BC. Today,
the scenery will change dramatically along the way, passing the lush fields of the Fraser Valley, passing thr
ough dense forests and winding river valleys surrounded by the peaks of the Coast Range and Cascade Mo
untains, and entering the desert-like interior. Highlights include the fast-flowing Fraser Canyon Hell's Gate, a
nd the steep slopes and rolling stone shed holes along the Thompson River. Breakfast and lunch are serve

d on board. Drive into Kamloops along the shore of Lake Kamloops, and the Light of the Rockies will take y

ou to the local hotel in Kamloops for check-in.
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Depart from the hotel in Kamloops, and you will be sent to Kamloops Railway Station by the special car of R
ocky Mountain Light, and you will be checked in uniformly.

Your journey continues eastward into the majestic Canadian Rockies and into the province of Albi. Across t
he vast ranch, along the rocky lakeshore, over the steep mountain pass, through the tunnel in the history of
the Canadian Rockies Railway, the magnificent scenery along the way will once again dazzle you.

Today's important attractions include Clerage, where the Canadian Pacific Railway laid its last spike, throug
h Rogers Pass, the Kicking Horse Valley, the Spiral Tunnel, and of course the glaciers and the snow-cappe
d peaks of the Canadian Rockies. absent. Arrive at Lake Louise Station before evening, and your train journ
ey ends here. The tour guide will pick you up at the station to the Chateau Lake Louise Hotel and check in.
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This morning, the first stop of the day is T Athabasca Falls ; ;among the most powerful and breathtaking fall
s in the Rocky Mountains.

We'll travel along the Icefield Parkway to the amazing T Columbia Icefield ; - where we will take the all-terr
ain Snowcoach to actually step on the glacier for an once-in-a-lifetime memory. Then the journey will take y
ou to the hair-raising - thrilling "Glacier Skywalk".

If the time permits, we will have a chance to visit Peyto Lake - Bow Valley » Bow Lake > and the Crowfoot G
lacier .Finally > we will rest for the night at Fairmont Chateau Lake Louise.
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Short stop at TEmerald Lake ; - is one of the most admired destinations in Yoho National Park, with an un
matched diversity of activities and landscapes suited to the enthusiastic travelerand.
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On this last day of the trip » we will visit one of the major ginseng farm of northern America in Kamloops.

We will arrive back to Vancouver in the late afternoon and end this breathtaking five day scenery tour.
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
